Ithaca: A Wreck
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The Ithaca, a luxury yacht, was originally owned by Benito Mussolini (the Italian dictator during World War II). After the war, when Benito didn’t need it anymore being dead and all, the ship was converted into a freighter. In 1961, the year before we graduated, while carrying nickel ore from Rankin, Nunavut to Montreal, Quebec, it was caught in a windstorm and ran onto the rocks at Bird Cove, about 9 miles east of Churchill, Manitoba.

At this point, the Ithaca is a rotting hulk. The decks are rusted through and are not safe to walk on. It is also dangerous to walk in the Bird Cove area during the polar bear migration season. And finally, be careful walking on the beach at any time of the year as the tides rise and fall very quickly. To sum up all the warnings: Don't walk anywhere near the Ithaca or you will die.
